TEHRF GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIP AWARD & KATHLEEN STINSON RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP 
Scholarship Description: 
Support to Graduate Students performing Equine Research is a priority of the TEHRF. The objective of the TEHRF SCHOLARSHIP is to reward Graduate Students performing equine research at WCVM by providing partial coverage of their tuition fees during the corresponding academic year. In addition, the goal of this prestigious TEHRF tuition award is to encourage Equine Research in the areas of Basic Sciences and Clinical Research throughout the college. 

Each student who is successful in receiving a TEHRF tuition award would receive 80% student tuition coverage, provided this is allowable within the established budget for the respective year.  The TEHRF committee reserves the option to fund qualified applicants at a higher percentage rate, up to 100% per applicant, if there are fewer applications in a given year; noting that the funding would be maximally used within the established budget for each year.  

( Awards will be provided to Graduate Students to cover a portion of their tuition fees of the academic year (spring and summer, fall, and winter).
IMPORTANT: If you are awarded a TEHRF award, you must confirm your registration status and NSID to wcvm.research@usask.ca before the University term course withdrawal/registration deadline or you will forfeit your tuition award for that semester. 

Eligibility: 
1. Graduate student thesis research project must have a focus on Equine Research (Basic Sciences and/or Clinical Research).

2. The person must be (one or both):

a. In a training program at the WCVM seeking board certification in a specialty recognized by the American Veterinary Medical Association (e.g., ACVS, ACVIM, ABVP, ACVR, ACVP, etc.).
b. A student who is in a graduate degree program or who has been recommended for admission to a graduate degree program in the College of Graduate Studies & Research at the University of Saskatchewan.
3. Graduate Students in their first to fourth year of training.

4. Students have to apply each year (there are no automatic renewals). However, each graduate student is eligible to receive this award for up to four years. In exceptional circumstances, eligibility may be extended to a maximum of five years. 
5. All awardees must submit a progress report at the end of the award each year. This progress report could take the form of an article for Vet Topics/ Horse Health  or presenting at the TEHRF lightning rounds. Failure to submit an article or present at the TEHRF Lightning rounds will make the awardee ineligible for any further TEHRF or Kathleen Stinson research fellowship awards.

A complete application package consists of the following: 
1.  A letter of intent indicating career and research goals. 
2. Transcript (unofficial is okay as we may confirm accuracy with the department)
3.  A brief CV (no more than 2 pages). 

4.  Research project (funded grant application, a draft of the grant application to be submitted, research manuscript not funded but either accepted for publication or in review in a peer-reviewed journal).

5.  Letter of reference: 

1. For current Graduate students/trainees in their 2nd, 3rd and 4th year: A letter of reference from the candidate’s supervisor is required. This letter should provide insight into the candidate’s suitability for award of the scholarship, research accomplishments, abilities and potential.

2. For Graduate Students/trainees entering a program: Letters of reference from two professionals who can provide insight into the candidate’s suitability for award of the scholarship, abilities and research potential must be provided. Additionally, a letter of support from the proposed supervisor at the WCVM is required. This letter should include a description of the research project planned for the candidate.
Applications are due to the office of the Associate Dean of Research by April 1. Please submit your application through the WCVM Graduate Student website.

TEHRF Scholarship evaluation criteria:

 Criteria for awarding Scholarships will be based:

a. Letter of Intent and CV.

b. Overall quality of research.
c. Supervisor track record.

d. Other qualities of Graduate Student (e.g., potential for research, publications, abstracts, presentations at conferences, GPA, leadership, etc.).
Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship:

A prestigious award for the top research applicant in the TERHF graduate student tuition supplement competition. The Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship will consist of a $20,000 award to be given annually.  The Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship is a top-up amount to any other awards or funding the student is receiving.  Other funding supports cannot be pulled back due to receiving the Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship.  This fellowship is meant as a mechanism for recognition for our best graduate students and clinical trainees who have devoted their research to equine health. Kathleen Stinson’s legacy wish was to do just that, to benefit equine health.  
Eligibility:

1. All TEHRF Graduate Scholarship applications will be automatically considered for the Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship.
2. This is not intended as an entry scholarship, only existing graduate students are eligible to apply.
3. Although this award is not automatically renewed, students can apply to be considered in the award pool for a second time. Students may only receive this award a maximum of two times throughout their program.
4. Students who also receive a TEHRF tuition award are not eligible to receive a Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship at the same time.
Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship Evaluation criteria: 
The following criteria will be considered in ranking the applications for the Kathleen Stinson Research Fellowship:

1. Quality of research

2. Record of accomplishments

3. Leadership potential

4. Research excellence and innovation.
