Application packages:

3. A Letter of Reference from the applicant’s Supervisor. This letter should provide insight into the candidate’s suitability for award of the scholarship, research accomplishments, abilities, potential and source(s) of the student’s stipend for the upcoming year
4. Transcript (approval for the ADR office to access transcripts)
